Impacts of Mitigation

New PM peak hour vehicle trips 40% reduction with enhanced TMP
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Additional Mitigation:

Improve the Transportation Network

*$.5M for Intelligent Transportation
System project on Sand
Point/Montlake

5-10% decrease in travel time and vehicle
delay

*$1.4M for transportation
improvements in NE Seattle

Currently unfunded improvements to NE
Seattle transportation network receive
substantial financial support.

*$2M for Bike/Ped projects in NE
Seattle

Bicycle and pedestrian facilities lead to
significant reductions in vehicle/bicycle
accidents, traffic calming and greater numbers
of people walking and cycling

*Qut of area, off-site parking plan

5% reduction in impacts for every 100 cars out
of area e.g. trips and delay through corridors
